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Additionally as a side bar to the museum booth, LAPC 
member John DeCarlo Jr. is putting together a silent 
auction of approximately 30+ pairs of outstanding quality 
birds. This is a fund raiser for the museum and your 
participation is very much appreciated. Last year, John, 
Joel Kincaid, Amy Klopman, Ed Pointer et al., generated 
over $3300 in sales for the museum. This year, $6000 is 
realistic. For example, I've been told John DeCarlo Sr. is 
donating a pair of white English Trumpeters. One might 
think, OK great...thanks John...except we hardly ever see 
a pair of whites available at any price from John Sr. I've 
also been told that there is a starting bid of $500 for the 
pair sight unseen.
